With all the opportunities that exist in society today for female 
athletes to compete at the high school, collegiate and professional level, it is easy to forget that it was not very long 
ago (would you believe 35 years!) that these opportunities did not exist.

In 1972, Congress passed Title IX which stated, ñno person in the United Sates shall, on the basis of sex, be excluded  
from participation in, be denied the benefits of or be subject to discrimination under any education program or activities 
receiving Federal financial assistance.ò  The law was further defined in 1975 by prohibiting gender discrimination in 
athletics and giving colleges three years to comply.  Since its enactment the athletic opportunities for girls have 
increased by more than 900 percent in high school and by more than 450 percent in college.   
 
Having come a long way since 1972, it would be easy to have full confidence that girls and women will always have 
equal opportunities in high school and collegiate sports.  However, Billie Jean King, the founder and honorary chair of 
the Womenôs Sports Foundation, reminds us that the protection of equal opportunity in sports requires constant 
vigilance. Currently women still have 1.3 million fewer high school and 56,110 fewer college athletic participation 
opportunities than their male counterparts and female college athletes receive $148 million less in athletic 
scholarships and $43 million less in recruitment money than male athletes each year.   
 

 
 

CIAC GIRLôS BASKETBALL TOURNAMENT (2007-2008) ADOPTS NEW FORMAT..... In an effort to 
address the various issues and concerns expressed by its members, in particular the issue of manipulating schedules 
to gain an unfair advantage, the CIAC Girlsô Basketball Committee and tournament director Dave Maloney have 
adopted a new format for the 2007-08 Girlsô Basketball Tournament.  Under the new format, which is nearly identical 
to the boys, tournament classes (LL, L, M, S) will be established using the following criteria: 
 
ü Enrollment of girls in grades 10, 11, 12 as of October 1, 2006; 
ü Enrollment with a multiplier of 2 x girls enrolled in grades 10, 11, 12 for state defined schools of choice 

(except vocational technical and vocational agriculture/aquaculture high schools) and all member tuition high 
schools.  Choice programs that are housed in a member school where the out-of-district students attending 
the choice program participate in athletics at the member school are subject to the multiplier for the out-of-
district students; 

ü A weighted factor* for schools that advanced to the semi-finals or finals in the state tournament over the past 
three years.  Point earned will be added to the schoolôs base enrollment. 

 *Factor (over the past three years) 

  10 points if team reaches the semi-finals 
  25 points if team reaches the finals 
  50 points if the team won the championship 

 
Tournament classes will be distributed after enrollment (plus factor) is determined.
